Take some time each evening to shut off the television and sit down with your 
child to share a book. Demonstrate to your child that reading is a pleasure, not just a part 
of schoolwork but something to be savored.

who use the Library regularly, not only perform better in school but are more likely to continue to use the Library 
as a source of lifetime learning. Visit the Library during September to get a card or to use your card to take out some 
books.
