As we come to the close of another year, I would like to thank all of The Lakeview Public Library patrons and employees for their
ongoing support.

First, I would like to introduce our new Library Director, Ms. Ruby Boykins. Ruby has been working in the capacity of Librarian
-In-Charge and was recently promoted to Library Director. She brings a wealth of experience to Lakeview. Originally, as a Children’s
Librarian and now as Director, Ms. Boykins will continue to introduce new and exciting programs at the library for all ages to enjoy. Of
course, as Director she will continue to maintain the high quality supervision she has brought to the daily operation and management of the
library and its staff.

Secondly, the Library Board, in its fiduciary responsibility and development of the 2012 budget, has maintained the same opera-
tional costs of 2011 — essentially; no increase to the budget of 2011! We have come a long way since our opening in 2002. With that being
said, we excitedly await the opening of the remainder of the library’s 2™ floor space (approx 7,000 sq.ft.). With this available additional
space it is the plan of the Library to continue to develop quality programming. But we also need your input on programming and your
support as volunteers to make these things happen.

On a sad note, the Boys & Girls Club recently advised children’s parents and the Library that they will be closing their program
due to lack of funding — effective December 30, 2011. It is important to note that Boys & Girls Club is an independent organization that
LPL had partnered with to extend the hours of our current programs. Lakeview Public Library will still be operating their Homework Help
Program between the hours of 4:00 PM — 6:00 PM, Monday - Thursday.

I know the Lakeview community has many qualified professionals with a great deal to offer; sharing technical knowledge,
assisting with the development of educational programs, to help reinforce:

college preparation and application

computer skills

dance and physical fitness

yoga, self-defense, tai-chi, and the list goes on...
