The population of Long Island is changing.  In response, the Lynbrook Library is reaching 
out to its diverse population with its International Language Collection.  Popular novels 
and works of literature in a variety of languages, including Spanish, Italian, Chinese, Polish, and Russian, 
to name a few, are available for those wishing to read in their first language as well as those wishing to 
practice reading a new language.  The majority of books come to the Library on a rotating basis from the 
Hempstead Library’s Foreign Language Collection. 
 
Recognizing that ten percent of the Lynbrook population lists Spanish as its first language, the Library is 
expanding its permanent Spanish collection with the addition of reference and non-fiction works in the 
areas of law, relationships, parenting and home decorating, as well as new and classic fiction.

Around-the-Clock Access to the Library’s  
Online Databases 
 

It’s 10 p.m., and you’ve got a research paper due or a presentation to make first thing in the morning and 
you need one more fact or citation.  Or you can’t sleep until you find the answer to a nagging question.  
Relax.  If you have Internet access and a Lynbrook Library card, you can tap into the Library’s on-line 
databases from home, day or night.  These electronic information sources will enable you to find full-text 
articles on a vast array of subjects and current events, information on music and art, literary criticism, 
historical information, business information, and more.  (NOTE: You’ll need your library card barcode to 
access a number of them.  To access netLibrary, you must first register at the Library)  Just go to 
www.nassaulibrary.org/lynbrook/yourhomedata.html where you’ll find the following resources:

Grolier Encyclopedias - includes a variety of encyclopedias for adults (English and Spanish) and 
students 
Grove Dictionary of Art - thousands of articles related to art and hundreds of paintings in full color 
Grove Dictionary of Music - thousands of articles related to music, sound clips and more 
Informe! - InfoTrac in Spanish 
InfoTrac - articles from hundreds of magazines and newspapers, many in full-text 
InfoTrac Health Reference Center - articles and reference sources on all aspects of health 
InfoTrac, Jr. and InfoTrac Kids - InfoTrac geared towards elementary, middle and high school 
students 
netLibrary  - access hundreds of fiction, non-fiction and reference books and browse or “borrow” them 

ReferenceUSA - a national business directory, featuring credit ratings, executive lists, 
addresses and more 
Sirs Researcher - full-text articles geared towards middle and high school students
