Boneshaker by Cherie Priest. During the Civil War, an inventor accidentally releases a 

deadly gas that turns people into the living zombie. (SF Priest) 

The Girl in the Steel Corset by Kady Cross. Finley, who has a beastly alter ego, joins 

Duke Griffin's army of misfits to help stop the Machinist, the criminal behind a series of 

automaton crimes. (YA Fic)  

Fever Crumb by Philip Reeve. Foundling Fever Crumb has been raised as an engineer, 

but at fourteen she leaves her sheltered world and learns startling truths about her past 

while facing danger in the present. (prequel to Hungry City Chronicles) (YA Fic) 

Fiction 

The Clockwork Man by William Jablonsky. A 19th century man constructed of  

clockwork is wound down and reawakened 100 years later. (Fic) 

20,000 Leagues Under the Sea by Jules Verne. In 1866, Professor Armax begins an  

incredible underwater journey seeking a monstrous creature. (J Fic)  
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Frankenstein by Mary Shelley. A scientist creates a living being from the parts of dead 

bodies. (YA Classic Fic)  

Airborn by Kenneth Oppel. Matt, a young cabin boy aboard an airship, and Kate, a 

wealthy girl traveling with her chaperone, team up to search for the existence of winged 

creatures living hundreds of feet above Earth. (Airborn series book 1)) (YA Fic) 



Leviathan by Scott Westerfeld. In alternate 1914 Europe, Austrian Prince Alek, on the 

run from the Clanker Powers who are attempting to take over the globe using mechanical 

machinery, forms an alliance with Deryn who is learning to fly genetically-engineered  

beasts. (Leviathan trilogy book 1) (YA Fic) 

Mortal Engines by Philip Reeve. In London, which is now a huge 7-tiered city made of 

metal, Tom, a lowly apprentice, saves the life of Thaddeus Valentine, a renowned  

architect, only to find himself left dead in a sea of mud. (The Hungry City Chronicles book 

1) (YA Fic)  

Howl’s Moving Castle by Diana Wynne Jones. Sophie Hatter, turned into an old lady by 

a spiteful Witch, accompanies the magical prince Howl on adventures in his moving castle. 

(Castle series book 1) (YA Fic)  

 The Time Machine by H.G Wells. An inventor travels to the future where the passive 

Eloi are in danger of becoming prey to subterranean mutants called Morlocks  

(YA Classics Fic).
